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RALEIGH - Republican nominee for Lieutenant Governor Robert Pittenger announced today that he had sent a letter to the Governor announcing he was resigning from his State Senate seat effective today.  

A three term senator from Mecklenburg County, Pittenger said the timing made sense for him to step down since former State Senator Bob Rucho had won the Republican primary for his seat and had no general election opponent.  The move, Pittenger said, would allow him to spend more time on his Lieutenant Governor campaign and business knowing that his constituents would be well taken care of by a veteran senator.  

"I want to thank the people of the 39th Senate District for allowing me to represent them and serve in the North Carolina Senate," said Pittenger.  "It has been a very worthwhile experience.  I look forward to serving them further in my role as Lt. Governor - who presides over the Senate.  I'm planning to be back down there."
